The following are the thoughts of former Guild member Max Wellins

Wine is a curious stuff. Unlike commercial beer, baked beans, BHP shares, antiques or anything else
that people drink, manufacture, invest in or collect, wine has a birth, a childhood, a maturity, a
serenity and a death.

It is an essential ingredient of life, as complex as life and as
varying as humanity.

We, of the Eltham and District Winemakers Guild, dedicate ourselves to producing wine, the
understanding and appreciation of it.
